Satellite symposium prior to the 7th International AD/PD Conference 2005 will present early results of the FP6-funded APOPIS Integrated project

Munich, 6 August 2004 – On the occasion of the 7th International AD/PD Conference in Sorrento, Italy, March 9-13, 2005, organised by Abraham Fisher, Israel Hanin, Maurizio Memo, and Fabrizio Stocchi, the APOPIS consortium will arrange for a satellite symposium to present their first-year results. The satellite symposium will be held on Tuesday, March 8, 2005, i.e., one day before the official opening and welcome reception of the AD/PD Conference on Wednesday, March 9. Contrary to the AD/PD Conference, the APOPIS symposium will, however, take place on the campus of the University of Naples and will be hosted by Tommaso Russo from the CEINGE research centre together with the APOPIS Coordinator. 
A detailed agenda of the APOPIS symposium will be posted in early 2005 on the APOPIS webpage (www.verum-foundation.de/apopis/) and will also be included in the final AD/PD Conference Program. Selected speakers from within the APOPIS consortium will present early results obtained since the project was initiated in January 2004 due to a 3-year, 9 million Euro grant from the European Commission under its 6th Framework Programme. The APOPIS Integrated project, which consists of 39 European research institutions including a partner in Israel, intends to study the significance of abnormal proteins in the pathogenesis of neurodegenerative disorders such as Alzheimer’s, Parkinson’s, Huntington’s, motor neuron and prion diseases. Its goal is to further the understanding of the underlying disease mechanisms, to improve clinical diagnosis, and to develop effective treatment and, eventually, prevention strategies. 

Topics to be covered in the symposium will include:

· Structural and cellular basis of protein aggregation

· Genetic modulators in Alzheimer’s and Parkinson’s disease

· Imaging techniques in neurodegenerative disorders

· Perspectives for the treatment of neurodegenerative diseases 

The one-day satellite symposium in Naples is open to all researchers attending the AD/PD Conference. Those wishing to participate are kindly requested to pre-register via email with the APOPIS Coordinator (apopis@verum-foundation.de). There is also an opportunity for on-site registration, but due to the limited space available on a “first come, first served”-basis only. There will be a registration fee of 100 €, which includes lunch and transportation from Naples to Sorrento in the late afternoon.
