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It has been claimed that athersclerosis may be an autoimmune disorder. To find a clue for this problem, we looked for the role of autoantibodies such as Antiphospholipid, as a causative agent in heart attack ;the main consequences of atherosclerosis. Methods: 122 patients with various basic heart problem(50 female and 72 male)were tested for Anti Cardiolipin Antibody(ACA) in their sera . 60 normal cases were examined simultaneously. The patients had some signs of chest pain and were elected for angiography. They had different type of vessels disorder; ranging from one vessel to three vessels disease and normal vessel. To estimate the ACA ELISA technique was employed. Results: 41 patient showed a high level of ACA (21 female, 17 male). There was a significant statistical difference between and control groups. Conclusions: AntiCardiolipin Antibody and other kind of antiphospholipid antibodies may have a critical role in inducing heart vascular complications. We suggest that; evaluation of ACA in individuals who are at risk group for heart attack may be helpful in prognostic and prevention of it.
