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A registry of babies born from mothers with APS is initiated . A follow-up of these children will allow to estimate the number of babies with APL antibodies at birth and later and to evaluate the clinical and immunological features of this cohort. We propose to register the clinical patterns of disease in the mothers: maternal pathology associated with APS, obstetrical background, treatment before and during pregnancy, pregnancy intercourse and outcome, and their immunological status (antiphospholipid antibodies and other autoantibodies). After parental agreement, the neonates status is evaluated by clinical examination and anticardiolipin assays (LA when possible) performed in the cord blood and at day 3; then the infants will be followed by pediatrians according to neurodevelopmental and physical items during the first year, at 2 years and if possible at 5 years. ACL, LA, and other antibodies will be reevaluated if previously positive.The aim of this registry is to evaluate: - first the prevalence of  clinical and biological abnormalities in this cohort of children, secondly the impact of maternal disease on fetal development , its incidence on prematurity and the consequences in the newborns and on the development of children; thirdly the effect of several treatments given during pregnancy on neonates and children.
