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It has been suggested that patients positive for antibeta2GPI but negative for anticardiolipin antibodies and lupus anticoagulant can show clinical features associated with antiphospholipid syndrome. In a previous study we evaluated the prevalence of antibeta2GP1 antibodies in normal pregnancies and we found an association with some obstetrical complications, mainly preeclampsia-eclampsia (10% in positive patients versus 8% in negative patients). The purpose of this study was to determine the prevalence of these autoantibodies among a population of women with early (< 10 weeks) unexplained recurrent pregnancy losses (RPL), late intrauterine fetal death (IUFD) and/or pregnancy complications such as preeclampsia, HELLP syndrome and intrauterine growth retardation (IUGR). Overall we tested 155 patients. Forty-three of these (28%), positive for anticardiolipin antibodies and/or lupus anticoagulant, were excluded from the analysis. Among the remaining 112 (9%) were positive only for antibeta2GPI (8 for IgM and 2 for IgG). The table summarize the prevalence of the antibodies in antibeta2GPI Positive (group1) and in antibeta2GPI Negative (group 2)patients.
