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Intermittent androgen blockade for prostate cancer may combine several advantages compared to standard androgen blockade. Advantages include reduction of side effects from therapy such as physiological changes associated with castration, reduction of cost, and possibly a delay of hormone refractoriness. Furthermore sexual function is preserved during the interval between active androgen suppression. In this paper the current role of intermittent androgen blockade is described.
