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A PROSPECTIVE, RANDOMISED STUDY THAT COMPARE CETROTIDE 3 MG VERSUS CETROTIDE O.25 MG IN A NON SELECTED POPULATION UNDERGOING IVF OR ICSI
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Objective: This study aimed to compare the single dose to the multiple doses antagonist protocol in patients receiving rec-hFSH.  Material and Methods: 143 patients were randomised. Cetrotide® was administered when at least one follicle reached 12 mm.   

Both groups were comparable. The ovarian response and the pregnancy rate were equivalent between groups. Only one LH rise occurred with Cetrotide 0.25mg. The E2 decrease was higher with Cetrotide 3mg without any effects on pregnancy rate. Conclusion: Cetrotide 3mg  protocol appears to be the ultimate one in terms of patient convenience and efficacy.
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
