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Gary J. Bennett, Ph.D. is Professor and Canada Senior Research Chair in the Department of Anesthesia, the Faculty of Dentistry, and the Centre for Research on Pain at McGill University.  He earned his bachelor’s degree (Psychology) in 1970 from Rutgers University and his Ph.D. (Experimental Psychology) from the Medical College of Virginia, Virginia Commonwealth University in 1978.  In the same year, he joined the Neurobiology and Anesthesiology Branch (NAB), National Institute of Dental Research, National Institutes of Health as a Public Health Service Postdoctoral Fellow.  He was appointed to the permanent staff of NAB in 1979, and was made Chief of the Neuropathic Pain and Pain Measurement Section in 1991.  In 1996, he became Professor in the Department of Neurology at MCP Hahnemann University in Philadelphia.  He joined McGill University in 2001.

He has served on the American Pain Society’s Board of Directors and on the Editorial Board for Pain (1986-1999) and currently serves on the Editorial Board for Pain Medicine.  He has served on the Board of Directors of the Reflex Sympathetic Dystrophy Syndrome Association of America, where he was Director of Research, and received their Scientific Achievement Award in 2000.  He was awarded the American Pain Society’s Frederick W.L. Kerr Basic Science Research Award in 1996, and the American Academy of Pain Medicine’s Founder’s Award in 2001.  For the past 25 years, his research has focused on the mechanisms underlying normal and abnormal pain sensations, and the pharmacological basis of pain control.
