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Dr. Joel Katz is a Professor and Canada Research Chair in Health Psychology at York University, Toronto, Canada. He is also the Director of the Acute Pain Research Unit, Toronto General Hospital and Mount Sinai Hospital in Toronto and Professor in the Department of Anesthesia at the University of Toronto. Dr. Katz received his Ph.D. in Psychology from McGill University. Dr. Katz held Fellowships and career awards from the Canadian Institutes of Health Research.  He is a former Psychologist-in Chief of the University Health Network in Toronto. 
Dr. Katz’s research program is aimed, broadly, at understanding the psychological, emotional, and biomedical factors involved in acute and chronic pain.  He and his colleagues are exploring factors involved in the transition of acute, time-limited pain to chronic, pathological pain and evaluating preventive interventions designed to minimize acute post-operative pain.
