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Professor Bond, a graduate of Sheffield University, England has practiced as both a Neurosurgeon and a Neuropsychiatrist. He was responsible with Professor I Pilowsky for the original development of the Pain Analogue Scale details of which they published in 1967.  His wok in the pain field since that time has been focussed on psychological aspects of pain and he has published books, papers and reviews on this topic. He became a member of the Council of IASP for the first time in 1981; he was Chairman of the Scientific Programme Committee for the VIth World Congress in 1990 and, prior to becoming President in 2002, was a member of various sub-committees of IASP. Since 2002, Professor Bond has devoted his work with IASP to improving pain management and education in developing countries and leads the IASP Developing Countries Taskforce. Professor Bond was President of the British Pain Society for 1999-2001.  At a clinical level he headed a Pain Rehabilitation Unit in Glasgow for patients with pain problems with a strong psychological element for a period of ten years.

Professor Bond was knighted by Her Majesty the Queen in 1995 for Services to Medicine and is a Fellow of The Royal Society of Edinburgh
